THE WORM: class and genus key features to notice
PLATYHELMINTHES
TREMATODES

Schistosoma adult adult male and female copulating, suckers

Fasciola hepatica adult (sheep liver fluke) eggs within body, suckers

CESTODES
Taenia solis or T. saginata adults Scolex head with suckers and/or hooks, proglottid
segments (with reproductive organs)
NEMATODES
Enterobius vermiformis adult (pinworm) eggs in body
Ancylostoma adult (hookworm) cutting teeth, tail of male vs. female
Trichinella spiralis larvae in muscle encystment
